BUILDING Commissioner Elizabeth Tulloch reported that six permits were 
issued in the last month for five small projects and one remodel. 

PARKS & REC Commissioner Carrie McLaughlin reported that seeded grasses 
near the path to Mary's Meadow were filling in well. 

Further, she plans to create a dry land bed along Bow Mar Drive in Jefferson 
County. 

PUBLIC WORKS Commissioner Chris Markley reported that additional road work 
would begin soon on Bow Mar Drive and Lakeshore Drive. 

Several drainage and flooding issues were discussed. 

INTERGOVERNMENTAL Commissioner Gary Guilford reported on activities of 
Denver Regional Council of Governments. He met recently with Mayor Pilgrim and two 
representatives of DRCOG to discuss his duties as a member of the Board of Directors. 

TOWN CLERK Town Clerk Pat Hoffman reported that she and Bow Mar 
Town Hall recently moved to 5474 South Cimarron Road, Littleton, CO 80123. 

MAYOR'S REPORT Mayor Pilgrim expressed concern about traffic and 
roadway issues that could result from the projected Sterling Ranch development in 
Douglas County. 

OLD BUSINESS Mr. Markley presented a Resolution to issue bonds in the amount 
of $1,250,000 with an interest amount not to exceed 6Y2 % to repave and resurface 
Town roadways. The Resolution was adopted. Markley/Guilford.
